4. Return the Useful Public Service Work Log to the Greeley Municipal Court at least 3 days before your scheduled court date and if all other 
obligations are completed, no further appearance in Court will be necessary, unless otherwise ordered by the Court. Completion can also 
be emailed to mccourt@greeleygov.com.  

5. Please be aware that the Court verifies all useful public service. It is a felony to provide fraudulent documents to a Public Servant.
